LVSC to launch innovative online database to help community organisations 
win more public health delivery opportunities and funding

London Voluntary Service Council (LVSC) is launching a new online database of voluntary and community sector (VCS) organisations that deliver public health services in London. The On the Radar database will be launched on 17th October 2011 and will be used by commissioners tendering new health service contracts, leading to new delivery opportunities for VCS organisations and potentially more funding.
Services such as alcohol and drug misuse prevention, healthy lifestyle improvement, prevention of ill health for domestic violence victims and more are all featured on the database. The VCS organisations on the database can benefit from being able to raise the profile of their work and demonstrate their impact to a relevant audience of public health decision-makers, increasing opportunities for organisations to be commissioned in the future. 

Alison Blackwood, Head of Policy at LVSC, says “We are very excited to be launching the On the Radar database. At a time when the future of health services delivered by VCS organisations is uncertain and is threatened by cuts; this database will help organisations get the recognition they deserve, demonstrating their great impact in delivering public health services for Londoners.

Not only will On the Radar promote the work of the sector, it will facilitate partnership working to deliver the best results for people living in the capital.”
The database will enable London’s public health commissioners to identify gaps in services and new development opportunities for VCS organisations. Those in the sector can use the database to research possible partner organisations in their area or if they want to know about a range of other public health services delivered by voluntary and community organisations.
